Step 1: Relax the chain tension.

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Step 3: Cut through the chain link on the unwanted disc.
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Step 4: Make a second cut at least 5cm/2” away.

Step 1: Attach the chain to the tie plate disc as normal.
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Step 2: Tighten the chain tension as normal.
